As an Independent Travel Representative, you can earn 50 – 70% in individual travel booking commissions.  Our new online Vacation Access (VAX) training and booking service will provide you with the ability and convenience to book clients on fabulous travel packages from any computer with internet access!  You will book these clients in your own company’s name, while using TheConnectionClub.com’s travel account to contract the suppliers/vendors.  By joining our network of affiliate companies, you can receive the benefit of increased booking commissions.  (As more bookings are made with a travel supplier through a single account, commission rates increase!)  In other words, you and your travel company will achieve economies of scale through the combined efforts of other affiliate travel companies.

You must maintain a minimum total commission level of $300 per calendar year to keep an active ITR account with our company.  If you bill $1000 or more per calendar year in total commissions, your commission level will increase to 60% for the following calendar year.  These calendar year periods begin the following January after VAX training.

An ITR can also request group travel training at any time.  This training regimen, at present, is performed manually via email over a 3-4 week period.  However, we are scheduled to complete a fully-automated proprietary training system by the end of 2004.

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

This Agreement is entered into as of the __ day of _____________, 20___, between TheConnectionClub.com (“the Company”) and _________________________ (“the Contractor”).

1.  Independent Contractor.  Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the Company hereby engages the Contractor as an independent contractor to perform the services set forth herein, and the Contractor hereby accepts such engagement.  Contractor agrees to comply with the Company’s procedures, guidelines, and sales objectives contained in the training program, subject to changes and modifications.

2. Duties, Term, and Compensation.  The Contractor operates as an independent company and agrees to use the Company’s online travel systems according to guidelines set forth in training materials and regimen.

3. Expenses.  During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not bill The Company for any out-of-pocket expenses, which are incurred in connection with the performance of the duties hereunder.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, expenses for the time spent by Contractor in traveling to and from Company facilities shall not be reimbursable, unless otherwise indicated by The Company.

4.  Inventions.  Any and all inventions, discoveries, developments and innovations conceived by the Contractor during this engagement relative to the duties under this Agreement shall be the exclusive property of the Company; and the Contractor hereby assigns all right, title, and interest in the same to the Company.  Any and all inventions, discoveries, developments and innovations conceived by the Contractor prior to the term of this Agreement and utilized by him or her in rendering duties to the Company are hereby licensed to the Company for use in its operations and for an infinite duration.  This license is non-exclusive, and may be assigned without the Contractor’s prior written approval by the Company to a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company.

5.  Confidentiality. The Contractor acknowledges that during the engagement he or she may have access to and become acquainted with various trade secrets, inventions, innovations, processes, information, records and specifications owned or licensed by the Company and/or used by the Company in connection with the operation of its business including, without limitation, the Company’s business and service processes, methods, accounts, procedures, past/present/future customers/clients, customer/client lists, employee/contractor lists, suppliers lists, techniques, training, sales strategies/materials, operating expenses, and pricing information/formulas.  The Contractor agrees that he or she will not disclose any of the aforesaid, directly or indirectly, or use any of them in any manner, either during the term of this Agreement or at any time thereafter, except as required in the course of this engagement with the Company.  All files, records, documents, blueprints, specifications, information, letters, notes, media lists, original artwork/creative, notebooks, and similar items relating to the business of the Company, whether prepared by the Contractor or otherwise coming into his or her possession, shall remain the exclusive property of the Company.  The Contractor shall not retain any copies of the foregoing without the Company’s prior written permission.  Upon the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement, or whenever requested by the Company, the Contractor shall immediately deliver to the Company all such files, records, documents, specifications, information, and other items in his or her possession or under his or her control.  The Contractor further agrees that he or she will not disclose the terms of this Agreement to any person without the prior written consent of the Company and shall at all times preserve the confidential nature of his or her relationship to the Company and of the services hereunder. Upon violation of this provision, Contractor agrees that Company shall be entitled to an injunction, compensatory and punitive damages, and reimbursement for its counsel fees.

6.  Conflicts of Interest; Non-hire Provision.  The Contractor represents that he or she is free to enter into this Agreement, and that this engagement does not violate the terms of any agreement between the Contractor and any third party.  Further, the Contractor, in rendering his or her duties shall not utilize any invention, discovery, development, improvement, innovation, or trade secret in which he or she does not have a proprietary interest.  During the term of this agreement, the Contractor shall devote as much of his or her productive time, energy and abilities to the performance of his or her duties hereunder as is necessary to perform the required duties in a timely and productive manner. For a period of three years following any termination, the Contractor shall not, directly or indirectly hire, solicit, or encourage to leave the Company’s employment, any employee, consultant, or contractor of the Company or hire any such employee, consultant, or contractor who has left the Company’s employment or contractual engagement within three years of such employment or engagement.

7. Non-Competition. Contractor agrees as a condition of hire that, in the event of termination for any reason, he or she will not solicit any customer/client with whom TheConnectionClub.com conducted business during his or her hire duration.  This restrictive covenant shall be for a period of three years from termination date, and shall encompass any and all resident and adjacent states of the Contractor.

8.  Right to Injunction.  The parties hereto acknowledge that the services to be rendered by the Contractor under this Agreement and the rights and privileges granted to the Company under the Agreement are of a special, unique, unusual, and extraordinary character which gives them a peculiar value, the loss of which cannot be reasonably or adequately compensated by damages in any action at law, and the breach by the Contractor of any of the provisions of this Agreement will cause the Company irreparable injury and damage.  The Contractor expressly agrees that the Company shall be entitled to injunctive and other equitable relief in the event of, or to prevent, a breach of any provision of this Agreement by the Contractor.  Resort to such equitable relief, however, shall not be construed to be a waiver of any other rights or remedies that the Company may have for damages or otherwise.  The various rights and remedies of the Company under this Agreement or otherwise shall be construed to be cumulative, and no one of them shall be exclusive of any other or of any right or remedy allowed by law.

9. Merger.  This Agreement shall not be terminated by the merger or consolidation of the Company into or with any other entity.

10. Termination.  The Company may terminate this Agreement at any time by 10 working days’ written notice to the Contractor.  In addition, if the Contractor is convicted of any crime or offense, fails or refuses to comply with the written policies or reasonable directive of the Company, is guilty of serious misconduct in connection with performance hereunder, or materially breaches provisions of this Agreement, the Company at any time may terminate the engagement of the Contractor immediately and without prior written notice to the Contractor.

11. Contractor Status.  This Agreement shall not render the Contractor an employee, partner, agent of, or joint venturer with the Company for any purpose.  The Contractor is and will remain an independent contractor in his or her relationship to the Company.  The Company shall not be responsible for withholding taxes with respect to the Contractor’s compensation hereunder.  The Contractor shall have no claim against the Company hereunder or otherwise for vacation pay, sick leave, retirement benefits, social security, worker’s compensation, health or disability benefits, unemployment insurance benefits, or employee benefits of any kind.

12. Insurance.  The Contractor will carry liability insurance (including Errors & Omissions Insurance) relative to any service that he or she performs for or with the Company.

13. Reputation and Clients.  Contractor will so conduct him or herself as to preserve the business integrity, reputation, and good will of the Company.  Contractor will refrain from all activity involving any risk of bringing the name or names used/owned by TheConnectionClub.com into disrepute.  Contractor acknowledges and understands that the Company has not represented that it has any responsibility to secure clients or assist in securing clients or business on behalf of the Contractor’s business.  Contractor acknowledges and understands that the Company has made no representation as to the potential for earnings or profits of the Contractor and that all earnings or profits, if any, of the Contractor are entirely dependent upon the business efforts and abilities of Contractor.  

14. Choice of Law.  The laws of the state of South Carolina shall govern the validity of this Agreement, the construction of its terms and the interpretation of the rights and duties of the parties hereto.

15. Arbitration. Any controversies arising out of the terms of this Agreement or its interpretation shall be settled in South Carolina in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association, and the judgment upon award may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof.

16. Headings.  Section headings are not to be considered a part of this Agreement and are not intended to be a full and accurate description of the contents hereof.

17. Waiver.  Waiver by one party hereto of breach of any provision of this Agreement by the other shall not operate or be construed as a continuing waiver.

18. Assignment.  The Contractor shall not assign any of his or her rights under this Agreement, or delegate the performance of any of his or her duties hereunder, without the prior written consent of the Company.

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY - AGREEMENT FORM WAIVER

The Contractor agrees to use all offline & online services provided by the Company, which include the VAX training and travel booking system; Group Travel training, price quote, reservation, and notification systems; web site hosting/marketing (opt.); etc.  The Company can not be held liable for any failures of these systems due to power failures, equipment and programming malfunctions, etc.  If Contractor already has a web site online, he/she agrees to transfer the hosting account to TheConnectionClub.com as soon as possible.

In exchange for the consideration of my agreement by TheConnectionClub.com (hereinafter called “the Company”), I agree that:

Neither the acceptance of this agreement nor the subsequent entry into any type of contracted relationship, either in the position applied for or any other relationship, and regardless of the contents of company  handbooks, personnel manuals, benefit plans, policy statements, and the like as they may exist from time to time, or other Company practices, shall serve to create an actual or implied contract of hire, or to confer any right to remain a contractor of TheConnectionClub.com, or otherwise to change in any respect the hire-at-will relationship between it and the undersigned, and that relationship cannot be altered except by a written instrument signed by the CEO or President /General Manager of the Company.  Both the undersigned and TheConnectionClub.com may end the business relationship at any time, given a 60-day written notice, without specified reasons.  If contracted, I understand that the Company may unilaterally change or revise their policies and procedures and such changes may include reduction in benefits.

I authorize investigation of all statements contained in this application/agreement.  I understand that the misrepresentation or omission of facts called for is cause for termination at any time without any previous notice. No amendment, change or modification of this Agreement shall be valid unless in writing signed by the parties hereto. This document and any exhibit attached constitute the entire understanding and agreement of the parties, and any and all prior agreements, understandings, and representations are hereby terminated and canceled in their entirety and are of no further force and effect.

I understand that, in connection with the routine processing of your agreement, the Company may request from a consumer reporting agency an investigative consumer report including information as to my credit records, character, general reputation, personal characteristics, and mode of living.  Upon written request from me, the Company, will provide me with additional information concerning the nature and scope of any such report requested by it, as required by the Fair Credit Reporting Act.

If any provision of this Agreement, or any portion thereof, is held to be invalid and unenforceable, then the remainder of this Agreement shall nevertheless remain in full force and effect.
